GETTING FRIENDLY WITH A GATOR

Tim Williams of Orlando’s "Gatorland™ theme park, spoke on "Getting to Know a Gator".
Gatorland is the oldest Florida theme park, starting in 1949. Tim is a frequent lecturer at
the Coastal Discovery Museum in Honey Horn Plantation on Hilton Head. He was equal
parts alligator authority and standup comic. Very entertaining talk!

| There are 2.5 million alligators in Florida, 350-500,000 in South
Carolina, and many in all the Southeastern states. Tim notes that
the name originated with Christopher Columbus, who described
them, and called them ‘el ligarto' (the lizard). The name evolved
from there.

Tim brought a 9 month old baby 'gator' to demonstrate. Gators have 18 teeth, compared



to 74 for a crocodile, but very powerful jaws. Their nose and eyes are on the top of their
head. When they submerge the nose seals off, the eyes can retract into their head, and the
ears are behind the eyes. They can stay submerged for 24 hours. They mate once a year,
laying 25-40 eggs. Gators are cold blooded, and will eat only 5-6 times a year, needing
much less energy than warm blooded animals. They are not slow, however, and running
"zigzag" is not the way to escape them. It is illegal to feed, kill or fool with an alligator
(and also a little stupid!)
