They are graduate students from the Juilliard School 

and this internationally acclaimed group was formed at the 

school in 2003.  The group of 23 year olds are passing on their 

passion, and performed a potpourri of selections—movements 

from Mozart, Ravel, and Dvorak string quartets - they had performed the previous night at 

All Saints Episcopal Church.  They repeated the concert performance the next night at St 

Gregory's Catholic Church.   

  

All four members attributed their passion and love for music to a strong youth program in 

their schools and communities.  When asked about their future goals, they shared they all 

wanted to continue to perform together as a group.  They gave the sense of a strong family 

like commitment to each other and the group.
