A child waits on the tarmac. Horrible burns disfigure her small, frail body.
An accident has placed her in need of the skilled hands of a specialist but she
and her family cannot afford the multiple trips needed to another state for the
important treatment. On the outside, pain and anguish, but on the inside,
hope warms her heart. There is help, because an Angel Flight pilot is on the
way and soon wings will bear her away to restoration.

Last week, our own Tami Bream introduced our club to an amazing volunteer effort: Angel
Flight. This non-profit organization is made up of private pilots who generously donate their time
and money to serve others. Angel Flight ferries people in need to medical care, distant treatment



centers, specialists or wherever they need to go. In times of disaster, these pilots will even bring
rescue workers and supplies to the trouble zones, all at risk of their own lives and equipment.

The People

Tami, filling in for her husband Harry Morales, the founder of Angel Flight East, gave an
excellent summary of the group and its efforts. Angel Flight as a nationwide organization began
in 1984 from a core of fifteen private pilots. In 1992, after Hurricane Andrew ravaged South
Florida, Harry saw a need to get supplies and help to the people in the affected area. He banded
with a handful of other private pilots who also felt so burdened ,and Angel Flight East was
formed. In the first year of operations the group flew 17 relief missions. Now, Angel Flight East
is a network of hundreds of pilots and aircraft volunteers and they fly over 600 missions annually.

The Missions

From its network of volunteer pilots and coordinators , Angel Flight flies missions of mercy
within the United States. People in need of hon-emergency medical treatment in far off or remote
areas find in Angel Flight a chance to get assistance. Low-income families, those in need of
unique specialists or who cannot manage costly repeat trips via the commercial airlines find
helping hands in pilots who are willing to go the distance.

The Need

Angel Flight is not an air taxi, nor an air ambulance service. The pilots who fly do not charge
their passengers a fee, and in some cases do not own the planes they fly. They simply donate their
time, equipment, money and skills where and when needed. Obviously donations are sought to
assist in coordination, but also awareness of the organization is the key. Skilled pilots are needed,
along with vital assistance on the ground. Angel Flight urges you to consider helping — if you are
a pilot, or if you simply know a pilot who would be willing to give time and talent to the cause.

Your help may make all the difference in the life of a someone in desperate need to make the
world a little smaller place.
