NORTH TO ALASKA —AND BACK 

Mary Briggs gave an informational and entertaining presentation about Alaska, 

stemming from her nearly 25 years of residence there. She says her husband took 

her to Alaska, and she brought him to Hilton Head. When they arrived in Alaska 

in 1972 much of the population of Fairbanks, Anchorage and the Aleutians was 

military. The State population then was 400,000 (now 600,000), largely in 

Anchorage, Fairbanks and Juneau. The rest of the State is referred to as "The 

Bush". Outside of the main cities, there are few roads, and transportation is 

largely by air. 

 

 Earthquakes are nearly a daily occurrence, mostly small, but the 1964 one was 9.2 on the Richter 



scale, and lasted 4 minutes. Schools have contingency plans in the event of devastating 

earthquakes to be self supporting for up to 3 days if needed.  This is necessitated partly because 

many schools are located on islands, where the presumption is that the bridges will be 

demolished.  Even a greater disaster is the lack of satellite TV, so that programs may be delayed 

by up to 3 weeks. Christmas shows are in Jan., and who knows about the Super Bowl!! 

 

 Alaska is easily the largest State, 2.5x the size of Texas, and about 1/3 the size of the rest of the 

U.S. It has more coastline than the rest of the country combined. Despite a short growing season, 

vegetables are huge - i.e. 200# cabbages etc., but many products must be imported. The capital, 

Juneau, is accessible only by water or air. The State has 2 Senators, of course, but only one 

Representative. 

 

 Industry still includes gold mining and the military, but also fishing (salmon, halibut, king crab), 

and oil plus, recently, tourism.  Snow fall in Anchorage is 70", but lasts from Oct. to April, 

requiring studded tires and car engine block heaters. Anchorage climate is moderated by the 

Japanese current, but temperature in the north and central parts of the State range from +90 to -

100 degrees. Schools have recess down to 10 below. Anchorage, during winter, has sun only from 

11am to 3pm, but all day in the summer (dusk from 11pm to 1am). Spring is 2 days in May 

producing a profusion of flowers.  

Summer (or pre winter) is June to Sept. 

 

 In addition to the largest state, and 200# vegetables, Alaska boasts the largest Mosquitoes - but 

slow so you can see them coming. The economy is strong with high prices, like on Hilton Head, 

but high wages and no state income tax. Also each resident gets $1,000 to $2,000 oil rebate from 

the State. Everyone knows that Alaska is beautiful, so pictures weren't necessary. Well done!
