He
was a dedicated Rotarian and his legacy continues with this generous gift.

BUDDY HOLLY LIVES!!

Terry Bergeron and the Arts Center of Coastal Carolina brought cast members from their current
production of BUDDY: The Buddy Holly Storty the June 19 our SPCC stage. Marketing director
Bergeron offered some background on the legendary rocker and
introduced his band, The Crickets, portrayed by Jason Yachanin
(drums), Scott Moss (bass) and lifelong island resident Jevon Daly
(guitar). New York musical theater actor Matthew Gray, a graduate of
the prestigious NYU Tisch School of the Arts, plays the role of Holly in
the production. The group performed a number of Holly's hits,
including "Peggy Sue," and "That'll be the Day."

4 February 3, 1959 was immortalized in Don McLean's song, "American
Pie" as the "day the music died." That was the day that the young (only 22 years old) Buddy
Holly was killed in a plane crash outside of Clear Lake, lowa, along with fellow rockers Ritchie



Valens and J.P. "The Big Bopper" Richardson. (Valens and Richardson were not scheduled to be
on the plane, which Holly had chartered. The seats were booked for Holly's backup musicians,
Waylon Jennings and Tommy Allsup. Richardson had the flu and appealed to Jennings to give
him his seat and Valens and Allsup flipped a coin for the last seat on the plane.)

But Holly's music did not die with him that day. Although his career lasted only a year and a half
before his death, Holly is considered one of the single most influential creative forces in early
rock and roll. His works and innovations were copied by his contemporaries and later musicians,
notably The Beatles (Paul McCartney has said that at least 40 of their songs were directly
influenced by Holly's music) and Bob Dylan. In addition, he had recorded so prolifically that his
record label was able to release brand-new Buddy Holly albums and singles for 10 years after his
death. In 2004, Rolling Stone Magazine ranked Holly #13 on their list of the 100 Greatest Artists
of All Time.

BUDDY, which opened last week, will be on stage through July 27 at the Arts Center. Bergeron
also announced the Arts Center's 2008-09 Theater Season, featuring La Cage aux Follegmusical
version of The Birdcagevith music by the legendary Jerry Herman), South Pacific, Steel
Magnolias, Les Miserablemd Menopause the Musicalhe new season begins in September.
